This document provides a summary of the supporting documentation and inpormation required from suppliers to be submitted for pre-acceptance of any Light Vehicles, Truck, Plant & Equipment, Cranes, EWP’s, Rolling Stock, Track Machines, Road Rail Vehicles for any Martinus Site.

· Relevant site Pre-acceptance Checklist form completed by supplier for Light Vehicles, Trucks, Civil Plant Equipment, Cranes, EWP’s, Rolling Stock, Track machines, Road Rail Vehicles - email a copy.
· Plant Risk Assessment specific to make and model of the plant & equipment or rolling stock (Light vehicles under 4.5T exempt) – place a copy in machine & email a copy.  
· Plant Risk Assessment Review form completed by supplier to confirm controls identified in the plant risk assessment are in place before arriving to site (Light vehicles under 4.5T exempt) - email a copy.
· Copy of Road Registration certificates - copy in machine & email a copy.
· Hi-rail Rail Plant or Rolling Stock Registered on relevant Rail Infrastructure Manager Network and current.
· 12 months service history - Declaration of Asset Serviceability form (Light vehicles under 4.5T exempt if service history noted on pre-acceptance form or manufacturers handbook) – copy in vehicle & email a copy.  
· Heavy vehicle truck, trailer & dolly inspection report - copy in vehicle & email a copy.
· Design Registration certificates for high-risk plant such as Cranes, EWP etc.- copy in machine & email a copy. 
· Certification of Compliance to AS1418.1 & AS1418.10 (EWP’s only) - copy in machine & email a copy.  
· Load charts & compliance plates must be fitted to cranes, plant & equipment & Road Rail vehicles/excavators designed for lifting on/off rail (cranes, forklifts, front end loaders fitted with jibs/tynes, excavators, RRV trucks with VLC)
· Blank copies of Pre-start Inspection forms to be provided in operator cabin on arrival to site. Supplier may use an electronic version of pre-start inspections if already implemented and a report can be provided to verify inspections completed on request.
· A physical inspection will be arranged & conducted by a Martinus Plant Inspector either before arrival to site, or on site with a minimum of 3 days’ notice required to plan resources for the inspection.
